RoHS-compliant Secure PMCDisk ships complete with a 2.5” solid state flash drive; current capacities support up to 128 GB. Software drivers are available for VxWorks 5.x and 6.x (PPC only), Linux and Windows.  It can be used on any board with an IEEE1386.1 compliant PMC site, such as including CompactPCI, VMEbus, OpenVPX, VXS and ATCA, replacing external hard drives or disk modules that require additional backplane slots or external connections. The storage module supports SMART (self-monitoring analysis and reporting technology) processing to detect and report board reliability as well as potential failures to avoid catastrophic shutdowns, a key factor for applications requiring data safety.  In addition, the included SLC (single level cell) 2.5” SATA solid state storage device , with a drive capacities up to 128 GB, further increases data reliability and retention. Higher drive capacities can also be accommodated, such as up to 640 GB in rotating drives.
Conformal coating is available, applied in accordance with MIL-I-46058C, Type UR.
  The Secure PMCDisk features 512 KB of onboard flash memory factory-loaded with a Silicon Imaging (SI) BIOS and uses the SI SIL3512 controller.  
 Extended operating temperature range can be as high as -40°C to +85°C, based on user requirements.  Standard is 0°C to +55°C.
The ruggedized mezzanine withstands shock to 1,500 G at 0.5 ms half-sine and vibration to 16.4 G rms (10 Hz to 2,000 Hz random) in non-condensing humidity from 5% to 95% and in altitudes up to 10,000 feet
